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High School Lacrosse State Championship in Richmond

Virginia Amateur Sports, organizers of the Subway Commonwealth Games of Virginia is proud to continue its partnership with the Southwest and Hampton Roads Chapters of US Lacrosse organizations to hold the 4th annual Boys and Girls Virginia State High School Club Lacrosse Championships.

The Final Four or in this case the Elite Eight of the Lacrosse League Championships will be traveling to Richmond on the weekend of May 30-June 1 to compete in the annual championship competition. This year’s event will be held at the River City Sportsplex facility in Richmond. Competition will start at 9:00 AM on Saturday, May 31.

There are approximately 30 public high school lacrosse clubs in Virginia eligible to play in the club lacrosse championship. They represent Virginia schools and districts that have not adopted lacrosse as a varsity sport in the Virginia High School League. Eight girls’ teams and seven boys’ teams (Cosby declined its invitation) were selected from the 30 eligible teams as they compete for the gold medal in the Virginia State Lacrosse Club Championships as a part of the 2014 Subway Commonwealth Games. The teams qualified through various statewide club lacrosse league championships or league play that has been held throughout the spring. Each division will play a Championship bracket and Consolation bracket to determine what team will take home the gold medal of the high school club lacrosse championship. The championship games for each competition will be held on Sunday June 1.

Lacrosse is often called, “The Fastest Game on Two Feet,” and it is considered one of the fastest growing sports in the United States. There are an estimated 30,000 kids playing lacrosse in Virginia, and it’s enjoying a boom at the college level. The Associated Press asked all 95 of the NCAA’s multisport conferences to list the sports being added in the 2009-2010 and 2010-2011 seasons, and lacrosse topped them all, far outpacing golf.

The Subway Commonwealth Games of Virginia officially opens on Friday night July 18 at 7:30 PM with Opening Ceremonies being held at the Roanoke Civic Center. The Lacrosse Championship is one of the first of the 55+ sports that are part of this year’s Games.
